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Revalidation of SCC 41 Range Management Qualifications 
1. The MSSC has recently changed the process in which revalidation of both Short Range and Long Range, Range Management Qualifications (SCC41) is undertaken. The changes include revalidation of “Past Qualifications” such as CRCQ SB and FB.

2. Chapter 35 of ASCR 1 (SCC Training Instructions) para. 3527 has been updated accordingly and is effective immediately. Qualified personnel should read the contents upon receipt of this LATM.

3. All holders of the Range Management Qualifications described in ASCR 1, should now, when their re-validation is due, be aware of the necessity for them to undertake the following as part of the re-validation process.

a. Undertake a written Open Book Test on Pamphlet 21C. (Book maybe used to assist with answers)

b. Write a Range Action Safety Plan (Based on one contained in Pam 21C)

c. Conduct a Range Safety Briefing

d. Conduct a Live Firing Serial.

4. These Range re-validations should where possible be undertaken at an already arranged District or Area Shooting event, but may be undertaken outside of these opportunities, but only in exceptional circumstances and with the agreement of the ASO (WT) or his deputy. ASO (WT) is to be informed when any revalidation is to take place.
5. The individual holder of an SCC41 Range Management Qualification is responsible for maintaining his currency and competency with regard to the weapons systems in use on the ranges used and this should be reflected on his/her Westminster record.
6. Failure to comply without reasonable grounds with this process may result in the suspension of the SCC41 holder from conducting live firing serials until a re-validation has taken place.
