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LONDON AREA BURSARIES
1. MSSC HQ has made available to London Area funding to assist less well-off cadets who need financial assistance to be able to benefit from both offshore and inshore afloat training courses. This funding, along with other sources of bursary money acquired by London Area, means that for 2011 we are able to offer applicants for afloat training, and for camps involving afloat activities, an improved package of bursary assistance than in previous years.
2. The intention will also be that since bursary assistance will be managed at Area level, the process of applying will be greatly simplified and available to all who can provide a simple justification for financial assistance. 
3. The following training courses/events will be eligible for bursary support to the levels indicated:

· All national offshore courses on all SCC vessels – up to £170 per cadet
· All RYA afloat courses inshore, at Sea Cadet Training Centres or Boat Stations – up to £30 per cadet
· All offshore courses offered by TS Rebel – up to 60% of course cost
· Area Summer Camp – up to £70 per cadet (can be applied for restrospectively)
4. Bursary assistance will be offered provided applicants can produce the following information:

· Course number or reference for the course (it will NOT be necessary to have already booked)
· Total course cost

· Amount requested (up to the maximums indicated above)

· Why the cadet is deserving of financial assistance, and efforts made by the individual or the Unit to raise funds for the course
5. If approved, Units must book the required course, and advise Area Office that the booking is made. Payment will be made by Area directly to the appropriate provider. It must be stressed that there is NOT a bottomless pit of money, and that only those considered to be most deserving will be given approval for a bursary. 
6. In all cases where a bursary is granted, the Unit will be required to write a letter of thanks to the sponsor, which must be sent to Area Office. Depending upon the sponsor, there may be a requirement to attend a presentation event, which Units must make every effort to send a representative to, even if it is not the individual beneficiary. Units MUST confirm by e-mail to DAO the course details when booked.
7. Applications should be made by CO/OiC using the attached form only, which when completed should be e-mailed to Area Office directly at least two weeks before the course/event. Any queries regarding bursary application should be made to DAO.
